SERVICE AGREEMENT
This Service Agreement (“Agreement”) is executed this ______ day of _________ 20__ (the “Effective Date”), by and between ___________ ("Subscriber"), and Cameron Interstate Pipeline, LLC ("Cameron"). Subject to all of the terms, provisions and conditions herein set forth, Subscriber and Cameron do hereby agree as follows:

ARTICLE I
SCOPE OF AGREEMENT

Cameron shall make available for use by Subscriber Cameron's computerized electronic communication service, the Cameron Nominations and Inventory Control System (“System”). Subscriber may at its option use the System to: (1) request new natural gas transportation and related services from Cameron; (2) request and execute amendment of existing service agreements; and (3) nominate quantities for receipt and delivery by Cameron pursuant to an existing service agreement under any of Cameron's rate schedules. Subscriber may also use the System to request and receive from Cameron such other information as Cameron may from time to time make available to Subscriber through the System.

ARTICLE II
TERMS AND CONDITIONS

Subscriber's use of the System shall be in accordance with and subject to Cameron's effective FERC Gas Tariff, including any and all applicable provisions of the General Terms and Conditions (the "General Terms and Conditions") and the terms and conditions of any relevant rate schedules that appear in Cameron's effective FERC Gas Tariff, all of which terms and conditions are expressly incorporated by reference herein.

Authorized Use of the System; Confidentiality 
Use of the System by Subscriber shall be limited only to those persons who have been duly authorized by Subscriber to use the System (the "Authorized Personnel"), as indicated in the completed Computer Access Request Form to be submitted by Subscriber to Cameron. Cameron will provide each of Subscriber's Authorized Personnel with an individualized user identification code ("USERID") and password. The number and type of USERIDs and passwords to be issued by Cameron shall be subject to the sole discretion of Cameron.

Subscriber shall also designate one or more Authorized Personnel who are additionally authorized: (1) to transmit information to Cameron through the System, and/or (2) to perform the contracting function and thereby legally bind Subscriber to any service agreement or amended service agreement entered into with Cameron (collectively, the "Designated Personnel"). Cameron shall be entitled to rely upon Subscriber's representation that any and all Designated Personnel authorized to perform contracting functions utilizing the System have been duly authorized by Subscriber to enter into one or more service agreements or amended service agreements for all purposes of this Agreement.

Subscriber shall not disclose to persons other than Authorized Personnel, and shall otherwise keep completely confidential, all USERIDs, and passwords issued to Subscriber by Cameron. In addition, each Authorized Personnel shall likewise not disclose to any other person, and shall otherwise keep completely confidential, the individualized USERID and password issued to such Authorized Personnel.

Subscriber shall immediately inform Cameron in writing whenever Subscriber desires to terminate access to the System previously granted to any Authorized Personnel, or desires to terminate the status of any Designated Personnel. Subscriber shall be solely responsible for any and all unauthorized or otherwise improper use of USERIDs and passwords issued to Subscriber by Cameron, including but not limited to the use of such USERIDs and passwords by Authorized Personnel who are no longer within Subscriber's employment or control. Cameron reserves the right, at any time and in Cameron's sole discretion, to invalidate without prior notice any password or USERID issued to Subscriber.

Subscriber shall defend and indemnify Cameron from and against any and all claims, demands, and actions, and any resulting loss, costs, damages, and expenses (including court costs and reasonable attorney's fees) of any nature whatsoever, which may be asserted against or imposed upon Cameron by any party as a result of the unauthorized or otherwise improper use of any USERID or password issued by Cameron to Subscriber.

Release and Disclaimer of Liability:  Indemnification

The System is provided on an “as is” basis, without warranties of any kind. Cameron expressly disclaims any and all liability for damages to Subscriber, or to any third parties associated with Subscriber's use of the System arising out of or in any manner related to use by Subscriber or Cameron of the System including but not limited to any damages resulting from any one or more of the following: (1) any acts of God or force majeure, including but not limited to sabotage, war, riot, lightning, vermin, fire, floods, electrical storms and/or power outages, or any other natural or public calamity; (2) any defects in computer software or hardware or defective programming; (3) any interruption in or malfunction of electronic communication or transmission; or (4) any improper or erroneous service which may occur as a result of use of the System. To the maximum extent allowed by law, Cameron is not liable for any indirect, special, consequential, or punitive damages, including the loss of profits, revenue, data or use or cost of substitutes for the System, whether in an action by contract or tort or based on a warranty, even if Cameron has been advised of the possibility of such damages.
CAMERON HEREBY DISCLAIMS ANY AND ALL EXPRESS AND IMPLIED WARRANTIES OF ANY NATURE WHATSOEVER IN CONNECTION WITH SUBSCRIBER'S USE OF THE SYSTEM, INCLUDING BUT NOT LIMITED TO ANY AND ALL IMPLIED WARRANTIES OF MERCHANTABILITY AND FITNESS FOR ANY PARTICULAR PURPOSE.

Subscriber agrees to protect, defend, indemnify, and hold Cameron harmless against any and all loss, costs, damages, and expenses of any nature whatsoever (including court costs and reasonable attorney's fees), resulting from or otherwise related to any claim, demand, or action asserted against Cameron, arising from or in any manner directly or indirectly connected with Subscriber's use of the System except for the gross negligence, bad faith, fraud or willful misconduct of Cameron.

Other Terms and Conditions

Use of the System is expressly subject to all of the General Terms and Conditions, as well as all of the terms and conditions of any rate schedule and service agreement which may be applicable to any transaction performed by Subscriber and Cameron by means of the System all of which are set forth in Cameron's currently effective FERC Gas Tariff as amended from time to time and are hereby incorporated by reference. In the event of a conflict between the terms and conditions of this Agreement and any other applicable terms and conditions set forth in Cameron's currently effective FERC Gas Tariff which are incorporated by reference herein, such other terms and conditions shall govern Subscriber's use of the System unless otherwise specifically provided herein.

ARTICLE III
TERM

This Agreement shall be and continue in full force and effect from the date of Effective Date until terminated for due cause or at any time at either Subscriber's or Cameron’s election. Notwithstanding the termination of this Agreement, the provisions of this Agreement relating to release and disclaimer of liabilities and indemnification shall continue in full force and effect.
ARTICLE IV 
ADDRESSES

Except as herein otherwise provided or as provided in the General Terms and Conditions of Cameron's FERC Gas Tariff, any notice, request, demand, statement, bill or payment provided for in this Agreement, or any notice which any party may desire to give to the other, shall be in writing and shall be considered as duly delivered when mailed by registered, certified, or regular mail to the post office address of the parties hereto, as the case may be, as follows:
